Dear Parishioners, 
 

The closing words of today’s second reading and the Gospel call us to preach and proclaim the Gospel.  St. 
Francis of Assisi is credited with the guidance to “preach the Gospel, and if necessary use words.”  Actions 
speak louder than words.  Paul tries to get the people of Corinth to understand the need to stop bickering 
amongst themselves and to remember that we are called to work together to bring the light of Christ’s love 
into the world. 
 

Being light for the world is about advocacy for the vulnerable in our society, the unborn, the elderly, the poor, 
those in prison, refugees, the entirety of God’s creation.  Our task is to pray and work for justice and peace in 
our world. We need to be mindful of those who depend upon us for the things they can’t provide for 
themselves.  Perhaps the best thing we can do for ourselves and others is to spend time in prayer and reflection 
so that we might hear the word of God in our hearts and have the courage to respond.
