Seating is limited so best to 
register early. Registration deadline is August 25. (4) Since Good Shepherd Parish was 
fully merged in July 2010, I have been aided in my pastoral responsibilities by three 
primary councils: the pastoral council, finance council and the Catholic Education 
Board (for St. James School). On July 1st of this year, a number of voting members 
completed two full terms on these councils. In accord with our bylaws, they are not 
eligible for re-appointment at this time. I am grateful for the thoughtful advice and 
support they provided and want to recognize their contributions: Daniel Bastarache 
(Catholic Education Board); Norman Belanger, Wilfred Cassette and Dennis McDonald 
(finance council); Paul Gagne, Therese Lessard, Kevin Paquet and Margaret Quinn 
(pastoral council). I am very grateful for their commitment and point out that most of 
them have been very involved in church matters for many years (and I trust they will 
continue to be). I also want to thank their loved ones who sacrificed to some degree 
because of the time and energy devoted to the parish matters. These are the current 
voting members of the three councils: finance council: Robert Boudreau, Nicole Dube, 
Chuck Gajewski, Karyn Labrie, Sr. Claire Lambert, SCIM, David Putnam and Mark 
Rioux; pastoral council: Rick Blanchette, Simonne Boissonneault, Deborah Giguere, 
Joseph Goozie, John Hebert, Mary Ann Kaiser and Mary Ann Kaliher; Catholic Educa-
tion Board: Sara Barrs, Norman Beaupre, Denise Dion-Goodwin, Katrina Furlong, 
Sr. Terry Gauvin, SCIM, Keith Gosselin, Cory Labrie and Nicole Trottier-Rogers. 
Non-voting ex-officio members are the clergy and the appropriate parish staff member
(s). I thank all for their willingness to serve. (5) As of August 10, Good Shepherd 
Parish remains the parish with the greatest number of gifts pledged to the dioce-
san 2017 Appeal thus far ï 742 in all ï the only parish in Maine over 740. In the total 
amount of pledges, we are surpassed at $183,730 (96% of our $190,745 goal) by the 
Parish of the Holy Eucharist (Falmouth/Yarmouth/Freeport/Gray) at $332,980 and 
St. Paul the Apostle (Winterport/Bangor/Brewer/Hampden) at $186,036 -- not bad by 
comparison, I think, when considering their locations. The statewide appeal has reached 
94% of goal. If you have not yet pledged, please do so as soon as you are able. There 
are pledge forms at each church location or at the parish office. The Diocese of Port-
land (the entire State of Maine) is considered a mission diocese so I invite visiting out-
of-staters to consider even a small pledge on our behalf. Because we sponsor a Catholic 
school, we will receive a ñkickbackò based on our total pledges. (6) Thank You of the 
Week: To volunteers who worked alongside our parish staff to organize the marriage 
enrichment program on August 12.
