Serving the poor in our area is our mission, no matter the language they speak. In  

recent years, IHM St. Vincent DePaul has been working hard to support Spanish 

speaking persons by encouraging Spanish speaking parishioners to volunteer and even 

become case workers that perform home visits. 
 

A good recent example of such bilingual efforts involved a man with 4 children that 

was facing eviction in 7 days.  The man had become desperate to avoid eviction and 

moving his children from their school.  Unfortunately, he had lost his job in construc-

tion when his employer moved out of town, causing him to miss 2 rent payments. His 

wife had deserted him, but more recently had been in touch to help the children quali-

fy for food stamps. 
 

Faced with this urgent situation, a Spanish speaking Vincentian met with the man at 

his apartment and spoke to him and his landlord over a 48 hour period. They learned 

all the details, suggested options for him and presented a recommendation to go above 

our normal financial support guidelines.   
 

Happily, the man had found some recent day job income, enough to cover a good part 

of the rent owed. That also suggested he could then fund the next monthôs rent him-

self. Plus, he may be able to get food stamps too now that his wife is more engaged 

than before. 
 

St. Vincent DePaul then committed to fund the balance, keeping him and the children 

in their home and avoiding eviction by 2 days. 
 

Being able to speak his language, and listen to him in his language greatly aided us to 

find the best solution.  Our IHM Conference is blessed to have 7 bilingual Casework-

ers, 2 bilingual Caseworkers in training, and 6 bilingual Companions, making a total 

of 15.  
 

Thanks to our generous IHM parishioners, St. Vincent DePaul was able to keep a roof 

over this familyôs head and he should be able to support himself going forward.
