NFP is scientifically 

based on the natural fertility cycle of the individual woman 

and thus allows married couples to know accurately when 

they are fertile and when they are infertile. This information 

enables couples both to achieve a pregnancy and to avoid one 

if there is grave reason for doing so. Yet, in either case, NFP 

allows married couples to be always open to new human life 

and to make a total gift of themselves to one another in their 

marital acts. I encourage all of you to take some time this 

week to learn more about Natural Family Planning by visiting 

the NFP Awareness Week link on the USCCB website: 

In this weekõs bulletin, you will also find a 

list of some of the NFP instructors close to our area. Whether 

you are married, engaged to be married, experiencing repro-

ductive health challenges, struggling with infertility, or a sin-

gle woman simply wanting to understand what your body is 

telling you, NFP is for you. Finally, I wish to express my sin-

cere gratitude to all of you who are already generously prac-

ticing NFP in your marriages. The Church knows that family 

life is challenging, and that couples striving to live the full-

ness of married life according to Godõs design make tremen-

dous sacrifices in their daily lives. Thank you for the sacrifices 

you make day in and day out. May God who has begun the 

good work in you bring it to fulfillment (cf. Phil 1:6).
